 description and structure of the Courses
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▪ INTERNATIONAL DEGREE

▪ For attendance on campus you will be divided into 2 groups, depending 
on the first letter of your surname.

▪ - Group A: surnames from A to L

B) that you see on the calendar, just the modality will change 
depending on the lecture.

▪ Edumeter is a questionnaire for the evaluation of the

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MyUniTo Portal – Exam registration 

▪ Registering for the exams is MANDATORY

▪ Registration opens 20 days before and closes 5 days before

▪ You can withdraw:

• Online, until 5 days before the exam date

• During the exam, depending on the professor

>> Always register for the exams through the web browser, do not use Unito 

app.

Regardless of your choice related to courses attendance (in 
person/remote), when registering for exams, students who opt 
for online exams must indicate it in the NOTES section 
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Exams 

▪ If you can’t register for an exam, check:
• Have you paid all tuition fee instalments?
• Have you filled in the correct Edumeter questionnaire for the course?
• Have you added the exam on your career plan?
• Are you within the deadline for the registration (at least 5 days before the exam)?

If you still cannot register for the exam, get in touch with the Coordination Office 
(mdmba.management@unito.it) before the registration deadline.
